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The federal and provincial governments have agreed to support an AgriRecovery 
response to extreme drought areas located in Alberta and Saskatchewan. Live-
stock producers pasturing in eligible counties and municipal districts, such as the 
County of Northern Lights, will receive variable payments based on the type of 
breeding livestock they had as of January 1, 2010. 
 
 The areas that were severely damaged due to drought were determined in consul-
tation with the provinces of Alberta and Saskatchewan. Information used to deter-
mine drought impact and severity included various sources of data such as soil 
moisture indexes and precipitation models.  It is estimated that there are more than 
2.2 million breeding animals in the affected areas.  
 
Pasture development for 2010 is expected to be delayed by at least four to six 
weeks or more in the hardest hit areas, resulting in feed challenges for livestock 
producers. This payment will allow eligible livestock producers time to evaluate 
their pastures and make decisions as necessary.  
 
In Alberta, producers within the primary drought area will be receiving an informa-
tion package in the mail that includes an application form . The deadline to apply 
for funding is September 1, 2010. Payments may be prorated based on grazing 
acres in cases where eligible applicants also pasture outside the designated areas.

In addition, the Government of Canada has committed $170 million to assist the develop-

ment of next-generation forest products and expand global markets for Canadian forest products. 

This funding includes $40 million to develop pilot-scale demonstrations under the Transformative
