Sustainable Resource Development encourages balanced and responsible use of Al-

berta’s Natural Resources through the application of leading practices in management, science,
and stewardship. There are 3 field oriented divisions within Sustainable Resource Development:
Forestry Division, Lands Division and Fish & Wildlife Division.

Year round, the Manning Ranger Station hosts Lands Division and Fish & Wildlife staff who are
hard work to ensure land-use activities, fish and wildlife are being managed appropriately. Lands
division staff review, authorize and inspect land-use activities such as oil & gas development, ex-
ploration (seismic) activity, sand & gravel extraction, and other miscellaneous uses of public land to
ensure that public land is being used appropriately. Fish and wildlife staff ensure that hunters and
anglers are behaving in a safe and responsible manner, and deal with problem wildlife or other
wildlife issues as they arise.

At the airport firebase during every fire season (April 1- Oct 31 yearly), the Forestry Division sta-
tions seasonal staff dedicated to fighting wildfires and protecting the forests which many receive
their livelihood from. Along with tanker base staff, approximately 25 wildfire crew members are
based out of Manning. Aircraft such as air tankers and helicopters are stationed as needed around
the province, including the Manning airport as a primary staging area. These resources are moved
around to areas where the fire hazard is highest to be able to respond in the quickest way possible.
